In collaboration with the Humanity and Biodiversity
Foundation (FHB), this book lists over 100 garden-
dwelling species, in order to better understand and
protect them. Among the species listed, some are familiar
(bees, wasps, flies, butterflies), and others more
mysterious, such as Colorado beetles, golden ground
beetles, and bush crickets. Each insect profile provides
facts about the kind of food they eat and their place in
the food chain.
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
